Tree Requirements For New Commercial and Certificate of Occupancy.

FOR A BALLED AND BURLAPPED TREE:
1) Dig a wide saucer-shaped hole at least three times the diameter of the root ball and no deeper than the root ball at the center of the hole.

2)  Remove only the largest rocks and amend the soil removed with 20% organic matter.

3)  Using the basket, not the trunk, place the tree in the planting hole with the root collar of the trunk (the slight bulge above the roots) just at the level of the ground surface.

4)  Drive three stakes into undisturbed ground (not into the root ball or loose soil) and secure the tree to the stakes using wire and flat grommeted tree straps.
5)  Cut the twine at the base of the trunk, and remove the sides of the wire basket and the burlap from the top 12 inches or 2/3 of the root ball, whichever is greater.
6)  Fill the planting hole half way with the amended soil and slowly water to settle the soil.  Do not tamp down the soil.

7)  When the water has drained from the hole, fill with remaining amended soil, again settle the soil with water and add additional soil as necessary.

8)  Put concrete tree rings in place or build a watering basin using left-over soil. Fill with mulch, keeping the mulch away from the trunk of the tree.

FOR A CONTAINERIZED TREE:

Remove or cut away the container and make four vertical cuts in the root ball deep enough to cut the net of encircling roots.  Proceed as above for a balled and burlapped tree.
